ISU Operating Rules for Golf Carts
 Rules of Operation
1. Drivers must be 18 years of age or older and have a valid driver’s license.
2. Golf carts are prohibited to be operated on (including crossing) roadways owned by the town of Normal and sidewalks adjacent to the town of Normal roadways.  Golf carts may only be operated in areas as designated on the approved Golf Cart Map.
3. Pedestrians have the right-of-way. Cart operators will yield to pedestrians at all times.
4. Cart operators will not block the path nor limit pedestrian assess on walkways.
5. Speed of the cart is not to exceed 8 mph and speed is to be reduced to a minimum when driving along or crossing sidewalks so as to avoid accidents.
6. All personnel riding in motorized carts must be seated at all times.
7. Reckless driving will not be tolerated.
8. Carts are restricted to designated University property. 
9. Cart operators are responsible for ignition keys for the period of time in which they are using the vehicle.  Keys shall not be left in carts.

10. Cart operators are to be diligent and pay particular attention to the needs of persons with disabilities whose vision, hearing or mobility may be impaired.

11. Carts may be operated during daylight hours only (½ hour after dawn to ½ hour before dusk), unless properly equipped for nighttime operation (lights, signals, etc.)

12. The operator must report any accidents to his/her organization’s representative and the University Police.

13. Operators may not wear headsets or use cell phones or radios while operating carts.

14. All extremities (arms, feet and legs) are to remain inside the cart while it is in motion.

15. Carts are not to be overloaded, i.e. carrying more passengers than seating provided or overloading the cart’s recommended carrying or load capacity.

16. Operators are prohibited from operating carts inside, under, or through the confines of University buildings, except for those areas designated for such use.

17. Operators must park carts away from heavily traveled pedestrian areas or in designated parking areas.
18. Carts must be operated in accordance with University regulations and all other applicable traffic laws, ordinances, and regulations.
